


SPORTS FACILITIES IN THE CZECH REPUBLIC

@@UM OF REGIONS, CITIES AND COMMUNITIES

The aim of the second edition of the international conference was to point out, through individual papers, to wider
range of issues in which the community sector of the Czech Republic has not adopted a fully clear position with
regard to the planning and operation of modern sports facilities yet.

It was for the first time on a public forum when speakers deal with an area-wide undervaluation of the Czech
school sports facilities and especially of facilities designed for the general unorganised public. Some
contributions have directly clarified the reason for persistence of this condition, and the other ones indicated the
directions which should be followed by society during the planning of the sports facilities. It has implied from the
discussion that it is necessary to project the existing foreign trends in the process of spatial planning of sports
facilities into the Czech legislation as well. This concerns especially the unambiguous preference of the still
insufficient amenities for unorganised movement activities of the public and level of equipment for physical
education at schools, against the high-performance and mainly top sports activities.

The conference was organised within the framework of the accompanying programmes of the 19" International
Building Trade Fair FOR ARCH. It was attended by altogether 76 listeners, including representatives of the
municipal sphere (regions, municipal authorities, community authorities), architectonic ateliers, university sphere
and private companies from the field of sports and building industry.

The conference has been included into the Lifelong Education programme of the members of the
Czech Chamber of Chartered Engineers and Technicians, every attendant could receive one point
(group A) for the participation at the conference.

On the basis of a large interest of participants in practical experience of sports facility operators we plan to focus
the next edition of the conference especially on this content and to invite the representatives of legislation as well.

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INTELLIGENT BUILDINGS & TELECOMMUNICATIONS

The 5" edition of the conference with international participation

The conference entitled “INTELLIGENT BUILDINGS & TELECOMMUNICATIONS” was organised within
the framework of the accompanying programme of the FOR ELEKTRO Trade Fair which was a part of the
19" edition of the International Building Trade Fair FOR ARCH 2008. The auspices over the conference
were provided by the Minister of Industry and Trade, Martin Riman; Mayor of the Capital City of Prague,
Pavel Bém; and Rector of the Czech Technical University, Vaclav Havlicek.

This year's edition which was already the 5" one was focused, in terms of topics, on Automatic Control of Buildings. A
driving force for the use of fully integrated systems of buildings is represented by continually rising demands for comfort
on the one hand, and by necessary energy savings on the other one. If you moreover realise that most people spend
approximately 90% of their lives in buildings of various types, it is quite natural that the efforts of improving the internal
environment in residential buildings are so high. That is why it is quite appropriate to ask what an “intelligent” building
should be equipped with so that it can satisfy these continuously growing demands.

The limits of an intelligent building are always pushed beyond the old horizons, not only that the building in question
should save energies, but at present the situation is that an intelligent building should even generate energy, within the
fully integrated management system. All its functions are controlled automatically through a remote-control interface and
respond to instructions coming from the internal system of the building as well as from systems out of its internal
environment. Already now it is possible to see applications of progressive technologies in the Czech Republic, which
deal not only with the building part but are formed also by technological innovations capable of bringing profits to their
users in a form of green energy production. The EU programme aimed at support of renewable resources concerns us
as well. In several upcoming years it will be possible to see a huge increase in this approach in the Czech Republic, in
a way similar to other developed countries, thanks to these technologies and state support, and buildings will be
designed as entrepreneurial projects.

The conference was designated to civil engineers, technicians, architects, developer's companies and investors,
telecommunication companies and representatives of the firms offering data infrastructure products, integrated control
programmable systems, fire protection systems, security systems, regulation and monitoring systems, progressive
energy resources.

The conference was attended by 80 listeners.
